Part II.  Detailed Course Information
	Course Objectives

	The objective of this course is to introduce students to public finance and provide them with the tools to examine the role of government in the economy. First, we consider the conditions under which the desire for efficiency or equity might justify government intervention in markets. In particular, we analyze optimal government responses to the presence of public goods and externalities, focusing on pollution control. We then consider what various approaches to social welfare imply for optimal income redistribution. Second, we analyze the distributional burdens of taxation, optimal commodity and income taxation, and current debates in tax research and policy.

 


	Learning Outcomes

	After the completion of the course, the students will:

1. Understand the role of the public sector in the economy using microeconomics;

2. Understand public expenditure analysis and methods of financing government expenditures;

3. Examine the rationale behind government expenditure programs;

4. Study and apply the underlying theory of welfare economics as well as the economic effects of public policy such as public sector pricing, expenditure and tax policies.

5. Learn the methodology used in the evaluation of government activities.

6. Analyze the efficiency and equity aspects of major taxation forms and tax reform.

7. Understand the structure and character of public finance in Turkey and elsewhere.

8. Gain knowledge on some of the empirical research related to taxation and government expenditure.
